The St. Augustine Amphitheatre is the largest outdoor concert hall between Atlanta and Miami and has hosted the likes of Jack Johnson, Lady Antebellum and Carlos Santana. 
In addition to performing artists from around the globe, St. Augustine boasts its own talented musicians. The St. Augustine Orchestra plays evening performances in the Lightner Museum, as well as other venues. Original scores are often produced for special engagements and are inspired by the many cultures of the historic city. Another talented local group is the First Coast Opera. 
The Limelight Theatre has produced over 100 different shows in its more than 25-year history, from classics to new works, tragedies to musical comedies. Shows are presented at the theatre’s permanent home in historic St. Augustine. Limelight is St. Augustine’s top community theatre. 

There is music and entertainment during every season. Some of the destination’s most flavorful restaurants also serve up a side of live music. There are festivals, street fairs and entertainers along the city’s charming streets.
